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The paramount objective of RECWOWE is to
create a European Research Network capable
of overcoming the fragmentation of existing
research on questions of work and welfare in
Europe. The aim is to promote the research
excellence required in identifying and
understanding the multiple tensions between
work and welfare, as well as strategies for
managing or resolving them.

The aim of the Brussels seminar is twofold:

1) Exploring avenues to improve the balance
between women and men in the RECWOWE
network.

Since the creation of RECWOWE, the
proportion of women among experienced
researchers has been improved in each strand,
but also in the scientific management of the
project as well as in the scientific partnership as
team leaders. Nevertheless, from a qualitative
point of view, progress could still be achieved
in order e. a. to make more visible female
research. The workshop wil give the
opportunity to discuss how fo befter assess
women participation, how to raise the gender
awareness inside the network, how to improve
the gender action plan and its implementation
and, finally, how to promote women in
sciences.

2) Deepening the gender dimension as a
fransversal theme in RECWOWE research
activities.

The gender dimension is present in each strand
activities: 'Tensions between Flexibility and
Security', 'Reconciling Family and Employment’,
‘Tensions between Quality and Quantity of
Jobs', and 'Toward Employment friendly
Welfare States'. An intermediate report on
research findings will be presented to the
workshop participants. The workshop aims at
discussing these first results and at sketching
new research fields in terms of gender within
the RECWOWE core research activifies.

On these two dimensions, the Brussels seminar
will gather points of view and reflections of
academics and stakeholders from the civil
society.  The participation of civil society
representative is seen by the organisers as an
essential input in order to benefit from civil
society experience and to suit to civil society
needs.
